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Chapter 1 Definitions 
 

1. In this Constitution, subject to clause 2, unless the context otherwise requires: 

(a) Law means the Myanmar Companies Law 2017. 
 

(b) Corporate representative means a person appointed as a body corporate 

Member's representative under the Law. 

(c) Capital means the Share Capital of the Company. 

(d) Director means the directors who owns qualified shares in the company and 

appointed in accordance with these constitution. 

(e) Board means the Directors acting together as a board of directors.  

(f) Executive directors means directors, among the directors as per mentioned 

above para (e), who are taking direct responsibility of the business activities 

of the company. 

(g) Non-Executive directors means directors, among the directors as per 

mentioned above para(e), who are not taking direct responsibility of the 

business activities of the company. 

(h) Independent directors means directors who shall protect the interest of the 

stakeholders and those who are not involved directly or indirectly with the 

interest of the company and appointed by the board with the approval of the 

shareholders and they shall have powers and responsibilities the same as 

other directors. 

(i) Alternative Director means a person who is assigned to attend the meeting 

on behalf of a director during the period an original director is unable to 

attend the meeting by any reason. The alternative director shall have powers 

and responsibilities the same as original director. 

(j) Dividend includes Bonus. 
 

(k) Distribution includes a return of capital, bonus share issue, payment in 

respect of any share buy-back and any other income or capital distribution. 
 

(l) Paid up also includes credited as paid up.  

 

(m) Lien Monies has the meaning given in clause 40(a). 
 

(n) Outstanding Monies mean in payment of the Lien Monies (in the case of a 

lien) or, in payment of the amount payable on, for or in respect of the forfeited 

share by the registered holder of the Share and unpaid.  

 

(o) Member means a person who is entered in the Register as the holder of one 

or more Shares. 

 

(p) Share means a share in the capital of the Company. 

 

(q) Office means Registered office of the Company. 

 

(r) Company means Public Limited Liabilities Company. 
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(s) Seal means any common seal of the Company. 

 

(t) General meeting means general meeting of the company. 

 

(u) Poll means, for the purposes of voting, a count of votes attached to shares 

held by each Member and in the case of board meeting, voting by the 

Board as per mentioned in clause 165 of company constitution. 
 

(v) Register means the register of the Company's members required to be set 

up and maintained under the Law. 
 

(w) Resolution means any resolution and includes a resolution of the 

Directors, an Ordinary Resolution and a Special Resolution. 
 

(x) Secretary means any person either board member or those who is not 

boards member appointed as a secretary of the Company in accordance with 

this Constitution and the Law. 
 

(y) Show of hand means, for the purposes of voting, a count of hands of Members. 

 

(z) In Writing means written, printed or lithographed or visibly expressed in all or 

any of these or any other modes of representing or reproducing words in visible 

form or electronic form.  

 

(aa) Individual includes any person or individuals or legally formed organizations. 

It means in the other way that any company or any group established officially. 

 

(bb) Chairman means a person who acts chairperson of meeting or Board. 

 

(cc)  Prospectus means any prospectus, notice, circular, advertisement or other 

invitation, offering to the public for subscription or purchase any share or 

debentures or to their securities of a company.  

 

(dd) Initial Public Offering is the very first sale of shares issued by company to the 

public and not only offering to the existing shareholders directly or indirectly as 

an opportunity.  

 

(ee) Ordinary resolution means a resolution which has been passed by a simple 

majority of the votes of members entitled to vote as are present in person or by 

proxy (where allowed) at a general meeting of which notice specifying the 

intension to propose the resolution as an ordinary resolution as an ordinary 

resolution has been duly given. 

 

(ff) Special resolution means a resolution which has been passed by a majority of 

not less than three-fourth of the votes of members entitled to vote as are present 

in person or by proxy (where allowed) at a general meeting of which notice 

specifying the intension to propose the resolution as a special resolution has 

been duly given. 
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(gg) Registrar means director general or person as may be appointed to perform 

under section 1(c) (31) of the Law the duty of registration of companies and 

exercise the other powers and perform the other functions and duties assigned 

to the Registrar. 

 
 

Definitions in the Law 
 

2. All words used in this Constitution which have been defined in the Law have 

the same meaning as given to them in the Law, unless otherwise stated. 
 

Constitution subject to the Law 
 

3. This Constitution is subject to the Law. Where there is any conflict or inconsistency 

between a clause of this Constitution and the Law, except to the extent that such 

conflict or inconsistency is permitted under the Law, the Law prevails in respect of the 

conflict or inconsistency. 

 

Public Limited Company 

 

4. The company is to be a Public Limited Company under the definition of section (1), 

sub-section (3), clause (28) of the Myanmar Companies Law.  

 

Commencement of Business  

 

5. Director shall have regards to the restrictions on the commencement of business 

imposed by Section 218 of the Myanmar Companies Law, if and so far as those 

restrictions are binding on the Company. 

 
 

Chapter 2 Preliminary matters 
 

6. This is the constitution of the TMH Telecom Public Company Limited which has 

legal binding, in accordance with its terms, the company and the members thereof to 

the same extent as if they respectively had been signed by each member to observe all 

the provisions of the constitution, subject to the provision of this law section 11(a).  
 

7. The Company is a company limited by shares and the liability of each Member is 

limited to the amount unpaid (if any) on Shares held by them in accordance with 

the Law. 
 

8. Subject to the Law, the Company shall have only the ordinary shares and could 

issue any other classes of shares in the future in accordance with the Law.  
 

9. The currency denomination for share is Myanmar Kyat. 

 

10. No Member may hold less than one Share. 

 

11. The Company’s Office will be situated in the Republic of the Union of Myanmar. 
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12. The following person can be contributed to Company  

 

1. Citizens of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar (Individual or Joint holders), 

Myanmar Company or Cooperatives Societies which are collectively owned by 

Myanmar Citizens. 

2. Foreigners/foreign companies or oversea corporations (up to thirty five percent 

of issued and paid up share)  

 

13. The followings are objective of the Company 

 

(a)   Manufacturing of Telecom equipment and servicing for maintenance  

 

(b)  Business of construction and maintenance of Telecom network. 

 

(c)  To implement profit – making operation in any of construction, industrial, 

trading, manufacturing, jewelry, hotel and tourism industries, projects approved by 

government and other investments if the Company calculated such operation shall 

increase profitability. 

 
 

Chapter 3 Share Capital 

14. (a) At the time this constitution is approved, the number of issued shares are 

12,212,906 and all these shares are listed shares in the capital market.  

(b) The shares or other securities of any member in a company shall be moveable 

property, transferable in the manner provided or permitted by this Law and any other 

applicable law and subject to the constitution of the company. 

 

Allotment and issue of Shares  

15. Subject to the Law, the Company may allot and issue Shares or any other securities to 

any persons, on any terms and at those times as the Directors determine; 
 

 

Company may issue preference Shares 
 

16. Subject to the Law, and without limiting clause 14, the Company may allot and issue 

preference Shares on any terms the Directors determine including preference Shares 

which are, or which at the option of the Company or holder or both may be, liable to 

be redeemed or converted into ordinary Shares. 

 

 Increase Paid-up Capital  

17. Company shall have to increase the paid-up capital whenever the Directors think 

relevant or necessary. In the case of increasing paid-up capital, the Company may 

issue new shares which contain priority, suspended or special lien, opportunities and 

terms. But priority, suspended, restricted or special lien, opportunities or terms 
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contained in shares may be changed or amended or executed according only to the 

Constitution. No other way is permitted. 

 

18. When the company decide to increase the capital of the company by the issue of 

further shares, such share shall be offered to the members in proportion to the existing 

shares held by each member (irrespective of class), if not accepted such offer may be 

transferred to other persons or public in such manner with the consent of the others 

members. 

 

Payment on Application  

19. No share shall be offered to the public for subscription except upon the terms that 

the amount payable on application shall be at five percent of the amount of the 

share stated in the prospectus; and the Directors shall, as regards any allotment of 

shares, duly comply with such of the provision of Section 215 of the Myanmar 

Companies Law as may be application thereto. 

 

Applications for Shares 

20. If the Company receives an application for as Share by or on behalf of a person and 

the Company allots a Share to the person as a consequence of that application, the 

application is to be treated as: 

(a) an agreement by the person to accept that Share subject to the terms on which 

the Share is allotted. 

(b) a request by the person for the company to enter the person’s name in the 

Register as the holder of that Share and 

(c) an agreement by the person to become a Member and, subject to the Law, to be 

bound by this Constitution. 

 

 

 

Joint holders 

 

21. Two or more persons registered as the holders of any Share are deemed to hold the 

Share as joint tenants, subject to the following provisions: 
 

(a) the joint holders are jointly and severally liable for all payments (including 

amounts payable under a call) which are required to be made on, for or in 

respect of the Share; 
 

(b) if a joint holder dies, the survivor or survivors are the only person or 

persons recognized by the Company as having any title to the Share, but the 

Directors may require evidence of death; 
 

(c) any one joint holder may give a valid receipt for any dividend or other 

distribution to the joint holders; and 
 

(d) delivery of a notice, a report, accounts or a certificate for the Share to any joint 
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holder is sufficient delivery to all the joint holders. 

 

(e) the joint holders shall be treated as a single Member.  
 
Recognition of trusts or other interests in Shares 

 
22. Subject to the Law, the Company may treat the registered holder of any Share as the 

absolute owner of that Share and, accordingly, the Company is not required to 

recognize (whether or not it has notice): 
 

(a) a person as holding a Share on any trust; or 
 

(b) any equitable, contingent, future or partial interest in any Share. 
 
 

Chapter 4 Certificate 
 

Issue of certificates 

 

23. If the Company is required by the Law to issue a certificate for any shares, the  

Certificates shall be issued in accordance with, and shall include all information 

required by the Law. The Company also can issue electronic share certificate.  

 

24. Each certificate shall be in respect of one class of shares only.  

25. If a member holds more than one class of shares, separate certificates shall be issued to 

that member in respect of each class. 
 
Member's entitlement to certificate 

 
26. Subject to this Constitution, each Member is entitled upon request and free of charge 

to one certificate for each class of Shares registered in their name. 

27. The Company shall issue certificate within the time limit prescribed by the 

Myanmar Companies Law or, if earlier, within any time limit specified in the terms 

of the shares or under which they were issued. 
 
Certificate for joint holders 

 
28. If Shares are registered in the names of two or more persons, the Company is only 

required to issue one certificate for each class of those Shares. 

 

Cancellation of certificate on transfer or transmission 

 

29. Subject to this Constitution and to the requirements of the Law, on every application 

to register the transfer of any Shares, or to register any person as a holder of any 

Shares which have been transmitted to that person by operation of law, the certificate 

for those Shares must be delivered to the Company for cancellation if such a 

certificate has been issued. 
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Replacement of certificates  

 

30. The Company must issue a replacement certificate to a Member upon request if a 

certificate for any Share is: 
 

(a) worn out or defaced, on delivery of the worn out or defaced certificate 

to the Company; or 
 

(b) lost or destroyed, when the Company is given: 
 

(i) evidence that the certificate has been lost or destroyed, and has not 

been pledged, sold or otherwise disposed of; and 
 

(ii) an undertaking to return the certificate to the Company, if found or 

received. 
 
31. The Company must issue all replacement certificates within 28 days after receiving 

the original certificate or being given the evidence and other items referred to in 

clause 30(b), as applicable, or such shorter period (if any) required under the Law. 

 

 

Chapter 5 

Lien & Forfeiture 
Lien 
 

32. The Company has a first and paramount lien on each Share for: 
 

(a) all amounts due and unpaid on the Share; 
 

(b) all amounts owing to the Company for acquiring the Share; 
 

(c) all amounts payable to the Company in respect of the Share; 
 

(d) interest (if any) accrued under clause 53(including as a result of the 

application of that clause to any debt or amounts under clause 51); and 
 

(e) reasonable costs and expenses incurred by the Company because an amount 

referred to in this clause is not paid when due. 
 

Extent of lien 
 
33. The Company's lien on a Share extends to all dividends and other distributions and 

other amounts payable to the holder of the Share in respect of the Share, including the 

proceeds of the sale or other disposal of the Share. The Company may deduct from or 

set-off against any dividends or other distributions or other amounts subject to the 

Company's lien any amounts, interest and costs and expenses referred to in clause 32. 

 

Exemption from lien 
 
34. The Company may at any time: 
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(a) exempt a Share in whole or in part from the provisions of clauses 32 and 33; or 
 

(b) waive or compromise payment of all or any part of any amounts, interest 

and costs and expenses referred to in clause 32. 
 
Company may forfeit instead of exercising lien 

 
35. If clauses 36 to 38 apply to a Share to which clauses 32 to 34 also apply, the Company 

may choose which of the lien or forfeiture procedures under this clause it will use.  

Choosing to use one of the procedures under a clause does not limit the Company's 

rights to use the other procedures under the other clauses. 
 
Forfeiture on non-payment of calls 

 
36. Without limiting clauses 32 to 34, unless the Company otherwise determines, any 

Share on which a call is unpaid (in whole or in part) will, 28 days after the Company 

gives notice to the Member that the day for its payment has expired, be absolutely 

forfeited without any resolution of the Directors or other proceeding being required.  

Subject to the Law, the Company may then cancel or sell or otherwise dispose of the 

forfeited Share. 
 
Evidence of forfeiture 

 
37. A written statement declaring that the person making the statement is a Director or 

Secretary and that a Share has been forfeited on a date stated in the statement, is 

conclusive evidence of the facts stated in the statement as against all persons claiming 

to be entitled to or otherwise have an interest in the Share. 
 
Effect of forfeiture 

 
38. On forfeiture of a Share, the person whose Share is forfeited: 

 
(a) ceases to be a Member in respect of the forfeited Share; 

 
(b) without limiting clause 38(a), loses all entitlements to dividends or other 

distributions determined or declared or otherwise payable in respect of the 

forfeited Share and not actually paid; and 
 

(c) remains liable to pay the Company all amounts which, at the date of forfeiture, 

were payable by them to the Company on, for or in respect of the forfeited 

Share, including all interest (if any) accrued under clause 53. The Company is 

under no obligation to enforce payment. 
 
Sale of Share under lien or sale of forfeited Shares 

 
39. The Company may sell or otherwise dispose of any share, on which the Company has 

a lien subject to clause 40, or which it has determined shall be forfeited, on any terms 

and in any manner the Directors determine, provided the sale or other disposal is in 

accordance with any applicable requirements of the Law. 
 
40. The Company may not sell any Share on which it has a lien unless: 
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(a) an amount in respect of which the lien exists (Lien Monies) is presently 

payable; and 
 

(b) the Company has, not less than 28 days before the date of sale, given a written 

notice to the person registered as the holder of the Share, or entitled to the 

Share because of the transmission of the Share to them by operation of law, 

stating that the Lien Monies is presently payable and demanding payment of 

the Lien Monies in full, and the notice has not been complied with. 
 
Proceeds of sale 

 
41. The Company must apply the proceeds of the sale or other disposal of a Share 

under this chapter 5: 
 

(a) first, in payment of all costs and expenses incurred in selling or otherwise 

disposing of the Share; and 
 

(b) second, in payment of the Lien Monies (in the case of a lien) or, in payment of 

the amounts payable on, for or in respect of the forfeited Share by the 

registered holder of the Share, and unpaid (Outstanding Monies). 

 

42. The Company shall pay the balance (if any) to the person registered as the shareholder 

or according to the instruction of the said person,  

 

Effecting the sale or other disposal 
 
43. The Company may do all things necessary or desirable to facilitate and effect the sale 

or other disposal of a Share pursuant to this chapter 5. 
 
44. The transferee or other recipient of any Share sold or otherwise disposed of under this 

chapter 5 is not required to see that the proceeds of the sale or other disposal are 

properly applied as set out in this chapter 5. The transferee or other recipient's title to 

the Share is unaffected by any irregularity or invalidity in connection with the sale or 

other disposal or the application of the proceeds of the sale or other disposal. 
 
45. The transferee or other recipient of any Share sold or otherwise disposed of under this 

chapter 5 is discharged from liability for any amounts called on the Share which were 

due before the sale or other disposal of the Share, unless otherwise agreed by the 

transferee or other recipient and the Company. 

 
 

 
No release of liability 

 
46. Where the proceeds of the sale or other disposal of a Share under this chapter 5 (after 

payment of all costs and expenses incurred in selling or otherwise disposing of the 

Share) are insufficient to pay the Lien Monies or Outstanding Monies in full, the 

person or persons liable to pay the Lien Monies or Outstanding Monies remain liable 

to the Company for the balance of the Lien Monies or Outstanding Monies. Nothing 

in, or done pursuant to, this chapter 5 releases a person who is or was registered as the 
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holder of any Share, from any liability to the Company in respect of the Lien Monies 

or Outstanding Monies. 

 

Remedies 
 
47. The remedy of any person aggrieved by the sale or other disposal of their Shares 

under this chapter 5 is limited to a right of action in damages against the Company 

to the exclusion of any other right, remedy or relief against the Company or any 

other person. 
 
 

Chapter 6 Calls 

 
Company may make calls 

 

48. The Company may:  
 

(a) make calls as the Directors determine on a Member for any or all of the 

amounts unpaid on Shares held by the Member which are not payable at fixed 

times under the terms of issue of the Shares; 
 

(b) make a call payable by installments; and 
 

(c) revoke or postpone a call or extend the time for payment of the call. 

 
 
Time of call 

 
49. A call is deemed to have been made when the resolution of the Directors authorizing 

that call is passed or as otherwise specified in the resolution. 
 
Notice and payment of calls 

 
50. The Company must give written notice of a call on a Member to the Member at least 

21 days before the amounts called are due. The notice must specify the time and a 

reasonable method for payment. The non-receipt of any notice of a call by, or the 

accidental omission to give notice of a call to, the Member will not invalidate the call. 
 
 

 

 

Fixed payments deemed calls 
 
51. Any amount which, by the terms of issue of a Share, becomes payable on issue or at 

any fixed date, will for the purposes of this Constitution be deemed to be a call for that 

amount duly made, notified and payable on the date on which the amount is payable.  

In the case of non- payment, all the provisions of this Constitution relating to non-

payment of calls, including payment of interest, costs and expenses, forfeiture and the 

cancellation or the sale or other disposal of the Member's Shares will apply as if the 

amount had become payable by virtue of a call duly made and notified. 
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Duties of joint Holders 

52. The joint holders of a share shall be jointly and severally liable to pay all calls in 

respect thereof. 
 
Interest on amounts not paid 

 
53. Amounts called on a Share and not paid on or before the date for payment bear 

interest from the date for payment to the time of actual payment at any reasonable 

rates the Directors may determine. The Company may waive payment of interest, 

either in whole or in part. 
 
Payment of calls 

 
54. A Member shall pay the amount of each call made on them at the times and by the 

methods determined by the Directors or the terms of issue of the Shares on which 

the call is made. 

 

Prepayment of calls 
 
55. A Member may at any time pay to the Company all or any part of the amount unpaid 

on the Shares held by the Member beyond the amounts actually called (if any).  

 
 

Chapter 7 Transfer of Shares 
Transfer document 

 

56. Subject to this Constitution and the Law, a Member may transfer any Shares by a 

transfer document duly stamped and delivered to the Company. The transfer 

document must: 
 

(a) be in writing in the usual or common form or in any other form as the 

Directors may determine or agree to accept; ( However for the securities  

traded in Yangon stock exchange, must use the form prescribed by the Stock 

Exchange or organization  for deposit and acceptance shares appointed by 

Stock Exchange or  settlement organization..  
 

(b) include all information required by the Law, including a declaration by the 

transferor or transferee (or both of them) as to whether as a result of the 

transfer an overseas corporation or other foreign person (or combination of 

them) will acquire or cease to have an ownership interest in the company’s 

shares; 
 

(c) be signed by or on behalf of the transferor and transferee or as otherwise 

permitted by the Law. For the shares traded in Yangon Stock Exchange shall 

be transferred in line with the regulation   by stock exchange , organization  for 

deposit and acceptance share appointed by stock exchange or settlement 

organization. 
 

(d) be accompanied by the certificate (if required by Law and if such certificate 
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has been issued) for the Shares to be transferred and any other evidence the 

Directors may require to prove the title of the transferor to or their right to 

transfer the Shares. 
 
Registration of transfer 

 
57. Subject to clause 58, the Company must register each transfer of Shares which 

complies with clause 56 and must do so without charge. 
 
Directors may refuse to register transfer  

 
58. Subject to the Law, other than the shares  which are traded in  the stock exchange , the 

Directors may refuse to register any transfer of Shares if, within 21 days of receipt of 

the application for transfer and other documents required by this chapter 7, the Board 

passes a resolution to this effect setting out the reason for refusing the transfer and the 

Company then sends to the transferee and the transferor notice of this refusal, 

including the reasons for such refusal, within a further 7 days of passing the 

resolution. 
 
Retention and return of transfer document 

 
59. The Company must: 

 
(a) retain all transfer documents for registered transfers of Shares for the 

period determined by the Directors or otherwise required by law; and 
 

(b) except in the case of fraud or suspected fraud, return on demand any transfer 

document for a transfer of Shares which the Directors refuse to register to the 

person who delivered the document. 

 

Transfer not complete until name entered in the Register 
 
60. The transferor of a Share remains the holder of the Share until the name of the 

transferee is entered in the Register as the holder of the Share. 

61. A registered shareholder shall be the only person recognized by the Company as 

having any title to the share. Avoidance of doubt registered shareholders shall 

include the person who are trading the shares in stock exchange according to the 

rules and regulations issued by stock exchange.   
 

 
 
 

Chapter 8  Transmission of Shares 
 
Death of a Member 

 
 

62. When a member of company is dead whether the during the ownership period share or 

anytime later, the member shall have the right to list a person/persons as the transferee. In 

such the case, company shall recognize the person/persons who is the latest person listed as 

transferee. In the case without listed the transferee the following actions shall be taken.   
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(a) In the case of share registered in the name of two or more holders, the survivor 

or the executer or administrators of the deceased survivor shall be the only 

persons recognized by the Company as having any title to the share. 
  

(b) was the sole holder of any Shares, the legal personal representatives of the 

Member are the only persons the Company will recognize as having any title 

to or interest in those Shares. 
 
63. Any person becoming entitled to a share in consequence of the death of insolvency of 

a member shall, upon such evidence being produced as may from time to tome be 

required by the Directors, have the right either to be registered as a member in respect 

of the share or, instead of being registered himself, to make such transfer of the share 

as the deceased or insolvent person could have made, but the directors shall, in either 

case have the same right to decline or suspend registration as they would have had in 

the case of a transfer of the share by the deceased or insolvent person before the death 

of insolvency.  

64. A person becoming entitled to a share by reason of the death or insolvency of the 

holder shall be entitled to the same dividends and other advantages to which he 

would be entitled if he were the registered holder of the share, except that he shall 

not, before being registered as a member in respect of the share, be entitled in 

respect of it to exercise any right conferred by the membership in relation to 

meetings of the Company. 

65. Nothing in clause 62 releases the estate of a deceased Member from any liability for 

any amount unpaid on, or otherwise owing to the company for or in respect of a 

Share, whether that Share was held by the deceased solely or jointly with one or 

more other persons. 

 

Chapter 9 Alteration of capital 
 
66. The Company may alter its capital in any manner permitted by the Law.  Subject to 

the Law, the Directors may do anything required to give effect to any resolution 

which alters the Company’s share capital. 

 

Offering Right to Issue New Shares and Issuing  

 

67. Subject to any direction to the contrary that may be given by the resolution 

sanctioning the increase of share capital, all new shares shall, before issue, be 

offered to such persons as at the entitled to receive notices from the Company of 

general meeting in proportion, as early as the circumstances admit, to the amount of 

the existing shares to which they are entitled.  

68. The offer share shall be made by notice specifying the number of share offered, and 

limiting a time within which the offer, if not accepted will be deemed to be declined, 

and after the expiration of that time, or on the receipt of an intimation from the 

person to whom the offer is made that he declines to accept the shares offered, the 

Directors may dispose of the same manner as they think most beneficial to the 

company. 
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The Rights and Liable Attached to the New Shares 

 

69. The new shares shall be subject to the provisions with reference to the payment of 

calls, lien, transfer, transmission, forfeiture and otherwise as the shares in the 

original share capital. 

 

Authority to Consolidated Shares  

70. The company may , by ordinary resolution : 

(a) Consolidate its share capital shares of larger amount than its existing shares: 

(b) Authority to sub-divide the shares; by subdivision of existing shares or any of 

them, divide the whole or any part of its shares capital into shares of smaller amount. 

(c) Authority to cancel shares: cancel any shares which , at the date of passing of 

the resolution , have not been taken or agreed to be taken by any person.  

 

Authority to Reduce Share Capital  

71. Subject to the constitution, the company may, by ordinary and/or special resolution, 

reduce company’s share capital in any of the ways permitted by Myanmar 

Companies Law, section 115.  

 

Authority to buy back the Share Capital  

72. Company may buy back its own shares in any of the ways permitted by Myanmar 

Companies Law, section 120. 

 

Financial Assistance  

73. With regard to the financial assistance for purchasing shares of the Company, the 

Company may conduct in the ways permitted by Myanmar Companies Law.  

 

 

Chapter 10 Variation or cancellation of rights or restrictions 
 
Variation or cancellation of rights of or restrictions on class of Shares 

 
74. Subject to the terms of issue of any Shares and the Law, all or any of the rights and 

restrictions attached to or imposed on any class of Shares may only be varied or 

cancelled, including by converting or reclassifying Shares from one class to 

another: 
 

(a) with the written consent of holders of at least 75% of the Shares of that class; or 
 

(b) with the approval of a Special Resolution passed at a meeting of holders of the 

Shares of that class. 
 
 

No variation by issue of further Shares ranking equally 
 
75. Subject to the terms of issue of any Shares, the rights or restrictions attaching to or 
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imposed on the Shares of any class will not be deemed to be varied by the allotment 

or issue of further Shares ranking equally in respect of those rights and restrictions. 

 
 
Changes to this Constitution 

 
76. Each Member agrees to be bound by any modification of this Constitution made in 

accordance with the Law after the date on which they become a Member. Board shall 

have the rights to amend, delete, and substitute in any part of the constitution, if Board 

thinks necessary, in line with the Law. It shall be submitted to the special general 

meeting for getting approval.   
 
 

 

Chapter 11 General meetings 

 

Statutory General Meeting 

77. The statutory general meeting of the Company shall be held within the period of 

not less than 28 days or more than six months from the date at which the company 

is incorporated as required by section 148 of the Myanmar Companies Law. 

Statutory report must also be prepared and certified by not less than two directors 

or Chairman of the Directors.  

 

Annual General Meeting  

78. Annual general meetings shall be held within eighteen months from the date of its 

incorporation and thereafter once at least in every calendar year not more than 

fifteen months after the holding of last preceding annual general meeting and place 

as may be determined by the Company in general meeting or default of a general 

meeting being so held, a general meeting shall be held in the next month 

following, and may be called by members in the same manner, in which meetings 

are to be called by the Directors. 

79. The agenda of an annual general meeting may include the following matters 

whether mentioned in the notice of the meeting or not 

(a) receiving and considering the annual financial report, directors’ report and 

auditor report. 

(b) electing directors; and  

(c) appointment of the auditor 

 

80. Apart from the above mentioned general meetings, all other general meetings shall be 

called special general meeting. 
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Convening general meetings 
 
81. Subject to the Law, any Director may convene a general meeting at any time and 

place they determine. 
 
 

 

Members may requisition general meeting 
 
82. Members may requisition the holding of a general meeting in accordance with the 

Law.  The Directors must convene a meeting so requisitioned in accordance with the 

time limits under the Law. 
 
Notice of general meeting 

 
83. Subject to the Myanmar Companies Law, section 152, sub-section (a),at least  28 days’ 

written notice of a general meeting must be given to every members mentioning set 

out place, date and time for meeting .  Subject to the constitution and law, notice of 

meeting must be given to every member and those persons who are entitled to receive 

notice and the notice must include all information required to be provided under this 

law. The notice may be given  

(a) personally; 

(b) by post or other direct delivery to the member’s address recorded in the register 

of members or such other address notified by the member for this purpose; 

(c) electronically to the fax number or electronic address notified by the member 

for this purpose; or otherwise in this manner specified in the constitution. 

 

Directors and auditor entitled to notice of general meeting 
 
84. Directors and auditor are entitled to receive notice of, attend and speak at all general 

meetings. 
 
 

 

 

Omission to give notice of general meeting or comply with notice requirements 
 
85. Subject to the Law: 

 
(a) the accidental omission to give notice of a general meeting (or any 

postponement or, if required, adjournment of or change to the meeting) to, or 

non-receipt of any such notice by, any Member or any person who is otherwise 

entitled under this Constitution or the Law to receive notices of general 

meetings; or 
 

(b) failure to strictly comply with clause 83  in respect of a notice of a general 

meeting, does not invalidate any of the proceedings at the meeting. 
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Chapter 12 Proceedings at general meeting 
 
Member deemed to be present 

 
86. A Member may attend a general meeting, and is deemed to be present, in any of the 

following ways: 

(a) in person; 

(b) by attorney; 

(c) by proxy; or 

(d) in the case of a Member which is a body corporate, by a corporate 

representative. 

 

Attorney of Member 
 
87. Any Member may appoint an attorney to act on their behalf at any or all general 

meetings or all general meetings during a specified period. Before the first meeting, 

not later than 120 hours, at which the attorney acts on the Member's behalf, the power 

of attorney validly appointing the attorney must be deposited at the Office or at any 

other place specified in the notice of the meeting for that purpose.  If requested by the 

chair of any general meeting to which the power of attorney relates, the attorney must 

deliver to the chair a duly executed declaration of non-revocation of the power of 

attorney.  Subject to the Law, the chair's decision or, in the chair's absence, the 

Directors' decision as to the validity of a power of attorney is final and binding. 
 
 

Representative of body corporate 
 
88. Any Member that is a body corporate may, in accordance with the Law, authorize any 

person to act as its representative at any or all general meetings or all general meetings 

during a specified period. That corporate representative is then entitled to exercise the 

same powers as the body corporate appointing the corporate representative could have 

exercised as a Member at the relevant general meetings or in voting on a resolution, if 

it were a natural person. 

 

 
 
Quorum for general meeting 

 
89. No business may be transacted at any general meeting unless a quorum is present at 

all times during the meeting, save as herein otherwise provided, five person at lease 

holding. 

No quorum 
 
90. If a quorum is not present within 30 minutes after the time appointed for a general 

meeting: 
 

(a) any meeting convened by Members or by the Directors on request of 

Members is dissolved; and 
 

(b) any other meeting stands adjourned to the same day in the next week at the 

same time and place or to any other day, time and place as the Directors may 
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determine and give notice of to the Members and those persons who are 

otherwise entitled under this Constitution or the Law to receive notices of 

general meetings.  If at the adjourned meeting a quorum is not present within 

30 minutes after the time appointed for the adjourned meeting, then those 

Members who are present are deemed to be a quorum and may transact the 

business specified in the original notice convening the meeting. 
 
Chair of general meeting 

 
91. The chair of the Directors or, in the chair's absence, the deputy chair of the Directors 

(if any) will be entitled to take the chair at every general meeting.  If there is no chair 

or deputy chair of the Directors, or if neither of them is present within 30 minutes 

(thirty minutes) after the time appointed for holding the meeting or willing to take the 

chair, the Directors present at the meeting may choose a chair of the meeting.  If the 

Directors do not choose a chair of the meeting, the Members present must choose one 

of the Directors to be chair, and if no Director is present or willing to take the chair, 

the Members must choose one of the Members 

  (or their proxy, attorney or corporate representative) to be chair. 
 
92. The chair of a general meeting may, in the case of a conflict of interest or otherwise in 

their discretion, appoint someone else (who need not be a Director) to chair one or 

more items of business or resolutions at the meeting. While acting as chair the 

appointee may exercise all of the chair's powers and discretions conferred by this 

Constitution or the Law. The chair resumes the chair after the appointment concludes. 
 
Powers of chair 

 
93. The chair of a general meeting is responsible for the general conduct of and 

procedures at the meeting. The chair's decisions about general conduct and procedures 

is final and binding. 
 
94. At any general meeting, if the chair of the meeting declares that a resolution has been 

carried, or carried by a particular majority, or not carried and an entry to that effect is 

recorded in the minutes of the meeting, that declaration is conclusive evidence of the 

fact without proof of the number or proportion of votes recorded in favour of or 

against or abstained on that resolution. 
 
Adjournment of general meeting 

 
95. Subject to clause 93, the chair of a general meeting may adjourn the meeting to a 

different day, time and place, but only business left unfinished at the meeting from 

which the adjournment took place may be transacted at the adjourned meeting. 

When a meeting is adjourned, notice of the adjournment meeting shall be given as 

in the case of an original meeting. Save as aforesaid, it shall not be necessary to 

give any notice of an adjournment or of the business to be transacted at an 

adjourned meeting.  
 
96. Clause 92 does not permit the chair of a general meeting to adjourn a meeting 

convened by a single Director, or in accordance with the Law by Members, by the 

Directors on request of 
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Members or by a court unless the persons who convened the meeting (or at the 

request of whom the meeting was convened) consent to the adjournment. 
 
Notice of adjourned general meeting 

 
97. If a general meeting is adjourned for more than 28 days, notice of the adjournment 

must be given to all Members and those persons who are otherwise entitled under this 

Constitution or the Law to receive notices of general meetings in the same manner in 

which notice was, or ought to have been, given of the original meeting. 
 
 

Chapter 13 Voting 
 
Resolution determined by majority 

 
98. At a general meeting all proposed resolutions will be decided by a simple majority 

of votes except where a greater majority is required by this Constitution or the Law. 
 
Casting vote of chair 

 
99. If, on a resolution at a general meeting, an equal number of votes occur on a show of 

hands or on a poll, the chair of the meeting has a casting vote in addition to any 

votes to which the chair may be entitled as a Member, proxy, attorney or corporate 

representative. 
 
Method of voting 

 
100. Each proposed resolution at a general meeting will be determined by a show of hands 

unless, before a vote is taken or before or immediately after the declaration of the 

result of the vote on a show of hands, a poll is demanded as provided by the Law. 

 

 
 
Demand for poll 

 
101. A poll may be demanded on any resolution at a general meeting by: 

 
(a) at least five Members present and entitled to vote on the resolution; 

 
(b) any one or more Members present and holding Shares conferring not less than 

10% of the votes that may be cast on the resolution on a poll; or 
 

(c) the chair of the meeting. 

 

Conducting a poll 
 
102. If a poll is demanded on any resolution at a general meeting, the chair of the meeting 

 

(a) will decide the manner in which, and the date and time at which, the poll is taken; 
 
(b) must ascertain the number of votes attaching to Shares held or represented by persons 

voting in favor of the resolution and by those voting against the resolution; and

(c) will determine any dispute about admitting or rejecting a vote and that determination, 

made in good faith, will be final and binding. 

Votes 

 

103. Subject to this Constitution and the rights or restrictions on voting on any class of 

shares: 

(a) on a show of hands every Member present has one vote; and 

(b) on a poll every Member present has: 
 

(i) one vote for each fully paid Share held by that Member; and 
 

(ii) a fraction of a vote for each partly paid Share, equivalent to the 

proportion which the amount paid is of the total amounts paid and 

payable for that Share. 

 

104. A person entitled to cast more than one vote on a poll need not use all their votes or 

cast all the votes they use in the same way. 

 

The right of vote of a person in lunacy 

105. A member of unsound mind, or in respect of whom an order has been made by any 

Court having jurisdiction in lunacy, may vote, whether on show of hand or on a 

poll, by his committee or other legal guardian, and such committee or guardian 

may, on a poll, vote by proxy. 
 
Voting of a proxy  

 
106. The instrument appointing a proxy shall be with the form prescribed by Board or in 

writing under the hand of the appointer or of his attorney duly authorized in writing 

or, if the appointer is a corporation, either under the common seal, or under the hand 

of an officer or attorney so authorized. The proxy need not to be a member of 

company but need to be adult to enter into any contract and sound mind person. If a 

member is a company or an institution, Company may, by resolution of the directors, 

authorized any of its official or any other individual person to act as its representative 

in accordance with Myanmar Companies Law , Section 153(A).  
 
107. A proxy may demand or join in demanding a poll. 

 
108. If a Member is present at any general meeting for which the Member has validly 

appointed a proxy to attend and vote for the Member, the proxy's authority to: 
 

(a) speak for the Member is suspended while the Member is present; and 
 

(b) vote for the Member on any proposed resolution is not suspended while the 

Member is present but is revoked by the Member voting in person. 
 
109. Subject to the Law, a proxy may vote or abstain from voting on a proposed 

resolution at a general meeting as they choose.  However, if the instrument 

appointing the proxy directs the way in which the proxy must vote or abstain from 
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voting, then the proxy may only vote or abstain in that way. 

 
 
 

Validity of vote given in accordance with proxy, attorney or representative 
 
110. Unless the Company has received written notice of the matter before the start or 

resumption of the general meeting at which a person votes as a proxy, attorney or 

corporate representative of a Member, a vote cast by the person will be valid even if, 

before the person voted, the Member: 
 

(a) dies; 
 

(b) is mentally incapacitated; 
 

(c) revokes the person's appointment or authority; 
 

(d) revokes the authority under which the person was appointed by a third party; or 
 

(e) transfers the Share for which the appointment or authority was made or given. 
 
Voting if call unpaid on Shares 

 
111. A Member may not, at any general meeting, vote any Share they hold if any amounts 

are due and payable to the Company at the time of the meeting on, for or in respect of 

the Share. This does not restrict the Member from voting any other Shares which they 

hold, including, subject to clause 103(b) (ii), partly paid shares. 

 

Voting by joint holders 
 
112. Subject to clause 113, a joint holder of Shares entitled to vote on a proposed 

resolution at a general meeting may vote all of the Shares in respect of which they 

are joint holder on that resolution. 
 
113. If more than one joint holder of Shares is present at any general meeting and tenders a 

vote on a proposed resolution, only the vote of the joint holder whose name appears 

first on the Register will be counted. 

 
 
 

Chapter 14 Proxies 
Instrument appointing proxy  

  

114. An instrument appointing a proxy must be in writing and signed by the appointer and 

include the Member’s name and address, the Company’s name, the proxy’s name and 

the meetings at which the proxy may be used (which may be all meetings). 
 
115. An appointment of proxy may be a standing one. 

 
Deposit of proxy with Company 

 
116. An instrument appointing a proxy and the power of attorney (if any) under which it is 
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signed must be received by the Company at least 120 hours before the time for 

holding the general meeting to which the proxy relates and may be: 
 

(a) delivered to the Office; 
 

(b) sent by fax to the Office or to any other fax number specified in the notice 

of the meeting for that purpose; 
 

(c) sent by email or other means to an electronic address specified in the notice 

of the meeting for that purpose; or 
 

(d) otherwise received by any other means specified in the notice of meeting, 

notified by the Company from time to time or otherwise permissible under the 

Law. 

 

 

Validity of proxy  

 

117. Subject to the Law, the decision of the chair of a general meeting or, in the chair’s 

absence, the Directors’ decision as to the validity of an instrument appointing a 

proxy or the power of attorney, (if any) under which it is signed is final and binding. 
 
 
 

Chapter 15 The Board 
Number of Board 

118. The number of director including the chairman and independent directors must not 

be less than three and not more than fifteen.  
 
Board must be natural persons 

 
119. The Board must be a natural person. 

120. The Board may be a person who is representative of institution which holding qualified 

share.  
 
Board’s tenure of office 

 
121. Subject to the Law, each Board member will hold office until they are removed under 

this Constitution or automatically cease to be a Director in accordance with the Law. 
 
 Share qualification 

 
122. A Director must hold qualified shares of ( 700,000 ) and is responsible to comply 

section (175) of the Myanmar Companies Law. 

 

Appointment or removal of Directors 
 
123. Directors may be appointed or removed by Ordinary Resolution or by notice in 

writing to the Company signed by or on behalf of all Members. 
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Director Position Vacated 

 

124. The position of Director or the organization represented by him shall be vacated 

under the following conditions; 

a. fails to obtain within two months from the date of his appointment or at any time 

thereafter ceases to hold the share qualification, if any, necessary for his 

appointment; or 

b. is found to be of unsound mind by a Court of competent jurisdiction; or  

c. is adjudged an insolvent; or 

d. fails to pay calls made on him in respect of shares held by him within two 

months from the date of such calls being made; or 

e. absent himself from three consecutive meetings of the Directors or from all 

meetings of the directors for a continuous period of three months, whichever is 

longer, without leave of absence from the Board of Directors; or 

f. accepts the loan or guarantee from the Company without  acknowledging to 

Board; or 

g. is concerned or participated in the profits of any contract with the Company 

without acknowledging to Board; or 

h. is punished with imprisonment for a term exceeding six months; 

i is dead ( or)  

j. a person, who is chosen to be represented as Director by any company or 

organization formed under the permission of the current Law of the Republic of 

the Union of Myanmar, ceased himself from the present position or the company 

he represents has moved away  

Provided, however, that no Director shall vacate his office by reason of his being a 

member of any company, partner of any form or an individual which has entered into contacts 

with, or done any work for the Company with the consent of the Directors. 

 

Board may fill casual vacancies or appoint additional Directors 

 
 
125. The Board also have power at any time to appoint any other person as a Director either 

to fill a casual vacancy or as an addition to the Board provided that the total number of 

Directors must not at any time exceed the maximum number for the time being fixed 

by or under this Constitution. The person so appointed shall be subject to approval of 

members at the next general meeting of the company held after their appointment, 

which must be called within six months of the appointment. 
 
Alternate Director 

126. Subject to the Law, each Director may, if a majority of the other Directors approve, 

appoint a person (whether or not a Member) to act as an alternate Director in that 

Director’s place during any period the appointing Director determines. The 

appointment must be in writing and signed by the appointing Director and a copy of 

the appointment must be given to the Company at the Office or to a meeting of the 

Directors. Maximum alternative director should be not more than five persons. 
 
127. Any alternate Director: 

 
(a) may be removed or suspended from office by written notice to the Company

from the Director who appointed the alternate (appointer); 
 

(b) is entitled to receive notice of, attend (if the appointer is not present) and be 

counted towards a quorum at meetings of Directors; 
 

(c) is entitled to vote at meetings of Directors they attend on all resolutions on 

which the appointer could vote had that appointer attended and, where the 

alternate is a Director in the alternate's own right, will have a separate vote on 

behalf of the appointer in addition to the alternate's own vote; 
 

(d) is not required to hold any Shares; 
 

(e) subject to the terms of their appointment, may exercise any powers that the 

appointer may exercise in the alternate's own right where the appointer is 

unavailable for any reason except the power to appoint an alternate Director. 
 

(f) will automatically vacate office if the appointer is removed or otherwise 

ceases to  be a Director; 
 

(g) while appointing director acting his/her duties, alternative director shall not act  

as a Director 
 

(i) an officer of the Company and not the appointing Director's agent; and 
 

(ii) responsible to the Company for the alternate's own acts and defaults; 
 

(h) is not entitled to receive any remuneration from the Company but is entitled to 

paid or reimbursed for reasonable travelling and other costs and expenses 

incurred in attending and returning from meetings of Directors, any 

committee of the Directors or any general meetings or otherwise in 

connection with the Company's business; and 
 

(i) may act as an alternate for more than one Director but not more than five.  

 

(j) Alternate director can act as an alternate director only where board appointed 

by member cannot attend the meeting and will automatically revote the power 

where board of directors attend meeting. 

 
 

 

Rotation of Board 

 

128. At the first annual general meeting of the Company, the whole of the Directors shall 

retire from office, and at the annual general meeting in every subsequent year one-third 

of the Director for the time being or, if their number is not three or a multiple of three, 

the number nearest to one-third shall retire from office  

129. The Directors to retire in every year shall be those who have longest in office since their 

last election, but as between persons who become Directors on the same day those to 

retire shall (unless they otherwise agree among themselves) be determined by the 

chairman. 
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The Right to be Re-elected 

 

130. A retiring Director shall be eligible for re-election. 

 

Increasing and Reducing of the Board  

131. The Company may from time to time in general meeting increase or reduce the number 

of Directors, and may also determine in what rotation the increased or reduced number 

is to go out of office. 

 

Remuneration of Board 

 

132.  The Board may be paid remuneration for their services as Board. 

133.  Subject to the Law and any restriction or limit imposed by the Company in general 

meeting and the terms of any agreement entered into with any Director, the Board 

may determine: 
 

(a) the amount and form of remuneration to be paid to each Director; or 
 

(b) the aggregate amount and form of remuneration to be paid to Board and may 

divide the aggregate remuneration among themselves in any proportions and 

in any manner as they may determine.  If the Board does not or are unable to 

make a determination as to the apportionment of the aggregate 

remuneration, it must be divided among them equally. 

 

Expenses of Board 

 
 
134. In addition to any remuneration, the Board is entitled to be paid or reimbursed all 

reasonable travelling and other costs and expenses incurred by them in attending and 

returning from meetings of the Board, any committee of the Board or any general 

meetings or otherwise in connection with the Company's business.                                                                                                              

 
 
 

Chapter 16 Board' contracts 
 
Directors not disqualified from holding office or contracting with Company 

 
135. Subject to the Law: 

 
(a) no Director will be disqualified by virtue of being a Director from holding 

any office or position of profit with the Company or any other person; 
 

(b) no Director will be disqualified by virtue of being a Director from contracting 

with the Company or any other person; and 
 

(c) no contract referred to in this chapter 16 or any contract or arrangement 

entered into by or on behalf of the Company in which any Director is in any 

way interested can be avoided, and no Director will be liable to account to the 

Company for any profit arising from that contract or arrangement or from any

office or position referred to in this chapter 16, by reason only of that Director 

holding that office or position or the Director's fiduciary relationship with the 

Company. 
 
Director can act in professional capacity 

 
136. Subject to the Law, a Director or a Director's firm may act in a professional capacity 

for the Company and be remunerated for doing so. 
 
Director may vote on contract in which the Director is interested 

 
137. Subject to compliance with clause 138 and to the Law, a Director may be present and 

vote at a meeting of Directors on any matter about any contract or arrangement in 

which the Director is interested (whether directly or indirectly) and may be counted in 

a quorum for the meeting at which the matter is considered and may affix the Seal to, 

and execute or otherwise act in respect of, that contract or arrangement. However 

other board members pass a resolution that identifies the director and the nature of the 

interest and states that those directors are satisfied that the interest should not 

disqualify the director from being present at the meeting or voting  

 

Directors to declare interest 
 
138. Except where the Law does not require it, any Director who has a material personal 

interest in a matter that relates to the Company's affairs must give the other Directors 

notice of that interest, by giving details of the nature and extent of the interest and its 

relation to the Company's affairs and by otherwise meeting the requirements of the 

Law, at a meeting of Directors as soon as possible after the Director becomes aware of 

their interest in the matter. 

 

 

Directors to declare potential conflicts 
 
139. Any Director who holds any office or position or possesses any property or assets in 

circumstances where the holding or possession might, either directly or indirectly, 

create conflicting duties or interests with those duties or interests that the Director 

has in their capacity as a Director, must declare the fact of holding that office or 

position or possessing that property or assets, and the nature and extent of any 

conflict, at the first meeting of Directors held after they become a Director or (if 

already a Director) at the first meeting of Directors held after they become aware of 

the relevant facts which give rise to the conflict. 

 

 

Chapter 17 Power of Board  
 

Powers of Board   

 

140. The Board will manage or cause the management of the business of the Company and 

may exercise, or cause to be exercised, all powers, authorities and discretions of the

Company that are not, by the Law or by this Constitution, required to be exercised by 

the Company in general meeting. 

 

141. Except as permitted or required by the Law or this Constitution, no Member may 

direct the Company or the Directors in the exercise of the powers, discretions and 

authorities conferred on the Company or the Directors under this Constitution. 

 

142. Board powers will be exercised in the manner provided and permitted by this 

constitution and the Law. 

 

Power and Responsibilities of Board  

 

143. The Board shall be responsible to manage the business operation of the company in 

line with the section 160 of the Myanmar Companies Law. The Board shall have the 

right to make decision for business of the Company and shall make instruction and 

monitoring upon the activities of the Company. The Board shall have the right to pay 

all expenses of setting up and registering the Company. 

 

144.  Board shall appoint one chairman and two deputy chairmen among the directors and 

if necessary Board shall appoint one managing director among the board members or 

Chief Executive Officer (CEO) who, may not be board member, can manage the 

business operation of the Company skillfully. Appropriate period and reasonable fee 

(salary or commission or dividend or partly benefit upon each) can be fixed by board. 

However above mentioned clause no (133) shall be followed.  

   

145. The Board may  delegate its authorities  to any one of the chairman, vice chairman or  

managing director or CEO in  the following matters 

(a) Disposal or acquisition or construction of immoveable property;  

(b) other matters relating to purchases and sales: 

In matter exceeding the above authorities, execution of important contract and  other  

agreement such as joint -venture  agreement and carrying joint –venture and joint 

cooperation with other organizations shall be carried out only after obtaining the 

resolution of the Board.  

146.  The Board shall cause minutes  to be made in books provided for the purpose; 

(a) of all  Appointments  of officers made by the  Board of directors 

(b) of the names of the directors present at each Board meeting and  any committee 

meeting  

(c) of all discussions, records , resolutions  and  proceedings at all company 

meetings, and of the board meeting and of committee meeting ; 

 And every Directors present at any Board meeting or committees meeting shall sign 

his name in the book to be kept for that purpose.   

 

Restriction on Power of Board 
 
147. The directors of the Company ,or of a subsidiary of the Company, except with the 

consent of the Company concerned in general meeting; 

(a) sell or dispose of the main undertaking of the Company ; or 
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(b) remit any debt due by a director 

 

Restrictions on Voting 

148. A director has a material personal interest in a matter that relates to the affairs of the 

company that is considered at a board meeting, the director must not be present while 

the matter is being considered at the meeting or vote on the matter.  

149. A director has a material personal interest is being considered and vote on a matter if 

: 

(i) under section 172 of Myanmar Companies Law , the director has disclosed the 

nature and extend of the interest and its relation to the affairs of the company and the 

other directors pass a resolution that identifies the directors and the nature of the 

interest and states that those directors are satisfied that the interest should not 

disqualify the director from being present at the meeting or voting; 

(ii) a resolution to the same effect as the board resolution referred to in sub-section 

(b)(i) is passed at a general meeting; or  

(iii) the interest is one that does not need to be disclosed under section 172 of the 

Myanmar Companies Law.  
 
Powers to borrow or raise money and pay costs and expenses 

 
150. Without limiting clause 140, the Directors may: 

 
(a) borrow or raise any sum of money or obtain other financial accommodation for 

Company purposes, and may grant security for the repayment of that sum or 

financial accommodation or the payment, performance or fulfillment of any 

debts, liabilities, contracts, arrangements or obligations incurred, entered into 

or performed by the Company in any manner and on any terms as they 

determine, including by granting any security on its uncalled or unpaid capital 

for the time being; and 
 

(b) pay, or cause to be paid, all costs and expenses incurred in forming and 

promoting the Company. 
 
 
Directors may vote shares in other companies 

 
151. Subject to the Law, the Directors may exercise the voting power conferred by the 

shares in any company held by the Company in any manner they determine, including 

in circumstances 

where a Director may be interested in the exercise, such as an exercise in favor of any 

resolution appointing a Director as an Officer of the other company or voting or 

providing for the payment of remuneration to Officers of the other company. 
 
Agent or attorney 

 
152. The Directors may at any time appoint any person to be an agent or attorney of the 

Company for any purpose and with any of the powers, authorities and discretions 

exercisable by them under this Constitution, and may at any time revoke, vary or 

suspend that appointment, on any terms they determine. 
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Delegation of powers 
 
153. The Directors may delegate any of the powers, authorities and discretions exercisable 

by them under this Constitution to a committee of Directors, a single Director, an 

employee of the Company or any other person, and may at any time revoke, vary or 

suspend that delegation, on any terms they determine. 
 
 
 

Chapter 18 Proceedings of Board 

 
 

154. The Board may meet: 
 

(a) in person; 
 

(b) by telephone; 
 

(c) by audiovisual linkup; or 
 

(d) by any other instantaneous communications medium, 
 

for dispatch of business, and adjourn and otherwise regulate their meetings as they 

determine. 
 
Director to be regarded as present at Board meeting 

 
155. A Director is regarded as present at a meeting of Directors where the meeting is 

conducted by telephone, audiovisual linkup or other instantaneous communications 

medium if the Director is able to hear, and to be heard by, all others attending the 

meeting. 
 
Place of Board meeting 

 
156. A meeting of Directors conducted by telephone, audiovisual linkup or other 

instantaneous communications medium will be deemed to be held at the place agreed 

on by the Directors attending the meeting. Meetings may be held outside the Republic 

of the Union of Myanmar. 

 

  Meeting of the Board 

 

157. The director may meet together for the dispatch of business, adjourn and otherwise 

regulate their meetings as they think fit. Questions arising at any meeting shall be 

decided by a majority of votes by adopting “One Director One Vote System”. In case 

of an equality of votes, the Chairman shall vote a second or casting vote. A Director 

may, and the secretary on the requisition of a Director shall, at any time, summon a 

meeting of Directors. 

 

Notice of Board meeting 
 
158. Notice of every Board meeting must be given to each Director, but failure to give 
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or receive that notice will not invalidate any meeting. 

 
 
Quorum for Board meeting 

 
 
159. The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the Directors may be 

fixed by the Directors and unless so fixed shall be at least (50%). Among them, 

half of them should be the Directors who contribute the qualified shares in the 

Company. 

160. If a quorum is present at the beginning of a Board meeting, it is deemed to be present 

throughout the meeting even if a Director absents himself, or abstains from voting, for 

any reason. 

161. Directors may elect a chair of meetings and determine the periods for which he is to 

hold office. If no chair is elected or if at any meeting neither the chair is present within 

30 minutes/  after the time appointed for the meeting, the Directors present at the 

meeting may choose one of the Directors present to be chair of the meeting 

 

Authority and Restrictions of the Continuing Directors when less than Quorum 

 

162. The continuing Directors may act not withstanding any vacancy in their body, but, if 

and so long as their number is reduced below the number fixed by or pursuant to the 

regulations of the Company as the necessary quorum of Directors, the continuing 

Directors may act of the purpose of increasing the number of Directors to that number 

or of summoning a general meeting of the Company, but for no other purpose. 

 

Board meeting competent to exercise all powers 
 
163. A meeting of Directors at which a quorum is present will be competent to exercise all 

or any of the powers, authorities and discretions exercisable by the Directors under this 

Constitution. 
 
Chair of Board meetings 

 
164. The Directors who contribute qualified shares in Company may elect a chair and 

deputy chair of their meetings and determine the periods for which they are to hold 

office. If no chair or deputy chair is elected or if at any meeting neither the chair nor 

the deputy chair is present within thirty minute after the time appointed for the 

meeting, the Directors present at the meeting may choose one of the Directors present 

to be chair of the meeting. 
 
Questions to be decided by majority 

 
165. Questions arising at or proposed resolutions submitted to any meeting of Directors 

will be decided by a simple majority of votes of Directors present and voting.  If the 

votes cast are equal, the chair will have a casting vote in addition to any vote to 

which the chair may be entitled as a Director. 
 
Resolution in writing 
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166. After approving the resolution, directors may pass a resolution by recording it and 

signing the record. 
 
167. Directors may pass a resolution without a meeting of Directors being held if all of 

the Directors entitled to vote on the resolution sign a document containing a 

statement that they are in favor of the resolution set out in the document. Identical 

copies of the document and accompanying information may be distributed for 

signing by all Directors. The resolution is passed when the last participating Director 

signs the document. 

 

 Authority to appoint Committees  

 

168. The Directors may delegate any of their powers to committees consisting of such 

member or members of their body as they think fit; any committee so formed shall, 

in the exercise of the powers so delegated, confirm to any regulations that may be 

imposed on them by the Directors. 

 

 

Forming of Committee 

 

169.  Company shall appoint independent director to protect the interest of member. In 

addition, the Board may form committees with independent members such as Audit 

committee, Remuneration committee, Nomination committee, Risk management 

committee and other committee if  deemed necessary.  

 

Protection for Public interest  

170. The Board, the officers and the members of the Company shall always act in the best 

interest of Company and the general public to protect and maintain the capital 

market promoted by Yangon Stock Exchange and Myanmar Securities Exchange 

Commission. 

 

Authority to elect the Chairman by the Committee 

 

171. A committee may elect a Chairman of their meetings; if no such Chairman is elected or 

if at any meeting the Chairman is not present within five minutes after the time 

appointed for holding the same, the members present may choose one of their members 

to be Chairman of the meeting. 

 

Committee powers and meetings 
 
172. Any committee of Directors must exercise the powers, authorities and discretions 

delegated to it in accordance with any directions that may be imposed on it by the 

Directors. 
 
173. The meetings and proceedings of any committee of Directors consisting of two or 

more Directors will be governed by the provisions of this Constitution regulating the 

meetings and proceedings of the Directors so far as they are applicable and are not 

superseded by any directions of the Directors.

Validity of acts of Board 

 
174. All acts done by the Board, a committee of the Directors or any person acting as a 

Director will be valid even it is discovered afterwards that there was some defect in 

the appointment or election of that Director or person acting as a Director or that any 

Director was disqualified or had vacated office or was otherwise not entitled to vote or 

act. 
 
If Company is a wholly-owned subsidiary 

 
175. If the Company is a wholly-owned subsidiary: 

 
(a) each Director is authorized to act in the best interests of a holding 

company of the Company; and 
 

(b) a Director is taken to act in good faith in the best interests of the Company if: 
 

(i) that Director acts in good faith in the best interests of a holding 

company of the Company; and 
 

(ii) the Company is not insolvent at the time the Director acts and 

does not become insolvent because of the Director's act. 

 

 

Chapter 19 Secretary 
 
176. The Directors may appoint one or more secretaries of the Company in accordance 

with the Law. The Directors may also appoint any person: 
 

(a) to perform the duties of secretary of the Company on a temporary basis; or 
 

(b) as assistant secretary of the Company. 
 
177. A Secretary holds office on the terms (including as to remuneration) and with the 

powers, authorities and duties, as the Directors determine. The exercise of those 

powers and authorities and the performance of those duties by a Secretary is subject at 

all times to the control of the Directors. A Secretary may be removed by the Directors. 

      

    Chapter 20 The Seal  
 

178.  The Seal of the Company shall not be affixed to any instrument except by the 

authority of a resolution of the Board, and in the presence of  one director and 

secretary or at least of two directors or  such other person as Board may appoint for 

the purpose; and those director and secretary or two directors or other person 

aforesaid shall sign every instrument to which the Seal of the Company  is so 

affixed in their presence  
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Chapter 21 Financial statements 
 

Financial Report and Auditing 
 

179.  The provisions of section 258, the Directors  shall cause to be maintained financial 

records in accordance with applicable accounting standards with respect to:  

(a) All sums of money received and expended by the company and the matters in respect 

of which the receipt and expenditure takes place; 

(b) All sales and purchases of goods by the company  

(c) The assets and liabilities of the company and  
(d) Any other financial matters prescribed under this Law or other applicable law.  

 

180. The record shall be kept at the registered office of the company or at such other place 

as the directors think fit, and shall be open to inspection by the directors during 

business hours.  

 

181 Financial statements shall be prepared and presented in general meeting and such 

financial statements should be made up to date not earlier than the date of meetings 

by more than nine months. The financial statements shall be audited by the auditor of 

the company and the auditor’s report shall be attached thereto, or there shall be 

inserted at the foot thereof a reference to the report, and the report shall be laid before 

the company in general meeting and shall be open to inspection by any member of 

the company.  

 

Copy of Financial Statements to be Delivered to the Members 

 

182. Every company to which this section applies shall send a copy of such financial 

statements, so audited, together with a copy of the auditor’s report, to the registered 

address of every member of the company with the notice calling the meeting at which 

it is to be laid before the members of the company and shall deposit a copy at the 

registered office of the company for the inspection of the members of the company 

during a period of at least 21 days before that meeting. Without limiting this Law or 

nay other applicable law, the company’s constitution may provide for the electronic 

delivery of the financial statements to members under this law.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              
 

Financial report and Directors' report 
 
183.  If required by the Law or the Directors so determine, the Company must prepare a 

financial report and Directors' report for the last financial year of the Company in 

accordance with all applicable laws. 

 
 
Appointing Auditor and Auditing  

 
 
184.  Auditor shall be appointed and their duties regulated in accordance with Section 279 

and 280 of the Myanmar Companies Law or any statutory modification thereof for the 

time being in force.  

185.  The auditors shall be entitled to attend any general meeting and to receive all 
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notices or    other communications relating to any general meeting which any 

member is entitled to receive.  

186. If the Company is required by the Law, or the Directors resolve, to appoint an auditor 

for each financial year: 
 

a. the auditor must be appointed and removed in accordance with applicable law; 
 

b. the Directors may agree the auditor's remuneration; and 
 

c. the financial report of the Company for that financial year must be audited by 

the auditor in accordance with applicable law. 

 

Chapter 22 Dividends and other distributions 
 
Power to determine dividends vested in Board 

 
187. The Board may determine that a dividend (including an interim dividend) is payable 

and may fix the amount, timing and method of payment of the dividend.  
 
Apportionment of dividends 

 
188. Subject to this Constitution, the Law and the rights and restrictions attached to or 

imposed on any class of Shares, dividends are to be apportioned and paid among the 

Members in proportion to the number of Shares held by them. 

 

Distribution of Interim Dividends 

 

189. The Board may from time to time pay to the members such interim dividends as 

appear to the Directors to be justified by the profits of the Company. 

190. No dividend shall be paid otherwise than out of profit of the year or any other 

undistributed profit. 

191. The director may, before recommending any dividends, set aside out of the profits of 

the Company such sums as they think proper as reserve or reserves which shall, at 

the discretion of the Directors , be applicable for meeting contingencies or for 

equalizing dividends, or for any other purpose to which the profits of the Company 

may be property applied, and pending such application may, at the like discretion 

either be employed in the business of the Company or be invested, in such 

investments( other than shares of the Company) as the Directors may from time to 

time think fit. The Directors may recommend, and the general meeting may approve 

the issue pari passu of “bonus”) shares out of such reserve to the members on the 

register at the date of meeting.  

192. If several persons are registered as joint-holders any share, any one of them may give 

effectual receipts for any dividend payable on the share.  

193. Notice of any dividends that may have been declared shall be given in manner 

hereinafter motioned to the persons entitled to share therein. 

 

 

Making Dividend  

194. (a) Subject to the section 107 and 109, the board of a Company may determine that a 
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dividend (including interim dividend) that a dividend is payable to its shareholder 

and fix the amount, timing for payment and the method of payment.  

(b) The method of payment may include cash, the issue of shares, the grant of 

options and the transfer of assets. 

(c) The Determination of a dividend does not cause the company to incur a debt and 

the determination may be revoked at any time before payment. A debt only arises 

when the time fixed for payment arrive. 

 

 

Distributions payable by distribution of assets 
 
195. Subject to all applicable laws, the Directors may determine that any dividend 

or other distribution be paid wholly or partly by the distribution of specific 

property or assets, including paid up shares, debentures or other securities of 

the Company or any other company, trust or entity. 
 
196. Each Member agrees and consents to the distribution to them of any property or 

assets under clause 195, including shares, debentures or other securities of the 

Company or any other company, trust or entity. 

 

Directors’ discretion 
 
197. All matters concerning dividends or other distributions including valuations of 

property and assets will be determined by the Directors, and in particular the 

Directors may: 
 

a. settle any difficulty, dispute or matter regarding any dividend or other distribution; 
 

b. fix the value for distribution of the specific property or assets or any part of 

that property or those assets; 
 

c. determine that cash payments will be made to, or at the direction of, any Member 

on the basis of the value so fixed; and 
 

d. vest any specific property or assets in trustees on trust for any Member. 
 
Company not required to pay interest 

 
198. The Company is not required to pay any interest in respect of any dividend 

or other distribution. 
 
Company may retain certain dividends and distributions 

 
199. The Company may retain the dividends or other distributions payable in respect of a 

Share to which any person is entitled because of the transmission of the Share to them 

by operation of law until that person or a nominated transferee is registered as the 

holder of the Share. 
 
Company may deduct money payable to Company 

 
200. The Company may deduct from any dividends or other distributions payable to a 
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Member all amounts presently payable by the Member to the Company on account of 

calls or otherwise. 
 
Payment 

 
201. The Company may pay any dividend, other distribution or other amounts payable in 

respect of any Share by any method of payment the Directors determine. 
 
Unclaimed distributions 

 
202. Except as otherwise provided by law, the Company may invest or otherwise make 

use of any dividends or other distributions unclaimed for one year after having been 

declared or determined and paid to any Members as the Directors determine until 

claimed. 

 

Chapter 23 Winding up 
Distribution of surplus  

 

203. Subject to this Constitution, the Law and the rights and restrictions attached to or 

imposed on any class of Shares 

 

a. in a winding up of the Company any property and assets available for distribution 

to Members will be divided amongst the Members in proportion to the number of 

Shares held by them, irrespective of the amount paid up or credited as paid on the 

Shares; 

b. for the purposes of determining any property and assets available for 

distribution to Members in a winding up of the Company, any amount unpaid 

on a Share is to be treated as the property and assets of the Company; 

 

c. the amount of any property and assets available for distribution to Members that 

would otherwise be distributed to a holder of a partly paid Share must be reduced 

by the amount unpaid on that Share at the date of the distribution; and 

 

d. if the effect of the reduction under clause 153(c) would be to reduce the 

distribution to the holder of a partly paid Share to a negative amount, the holder 

must pay that amount to the Company. 

 

204. A director shall not be liable to make such further contribution unless the Court 

deems it necessary to require that contribution in order to satisfy the debts and 

liabilities of the company, and cost, charges and expenses of the winding up.  
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Chapter 24 Minutes and registers to be kept  

Minutes 

205.  The Company must enter in its minute books: 
 

a. within 21 days of the relevant meeting, minutes containing details of: 
 

i. the names of the Directors present at each meeting of Directors and of 

any committee of Directors; 
 

ii. all declarations made or notices given by any Director under chapter 17; 

and 
 

iii. all resolutions and proceedings of general meetings, meetings of Directors 

and meetings of any committee of the Directors; and 
 

b. resolution passed by members in general meeting.  

c. resolutions passed by Members or Directors without a meeting. 

 

 
 
Minutes to be signed by the chair 

 
206. Any minutes of any general meetings, meetings of Directors or meetings of any 

committee of the Directors must be signed within a reasonable time after the meeting 

by the chair of the meeting or by the chair of the next succeeding meeting or by 

another authorized Director and once signed will constitute prima facie evidence of 

the matters stated in the minutes. 
 
 

Registers 
 
207. The Company must keep a register of Members and any other registers required 

to be kept under the Law. 
 
 

Chapter 25 Inspection of records 
 
208. Subject to the Law, the Directors may determine to what extent the documents and 

records of the Company will be open to inspection by any person and any reasonable 

fees payable. This chapter 26 does not limit the rights of a Member, Director or 

former Director under applicable Law or any agreement with the Company. 

 

Chapter 26 Notices 
Notices by Company 

 

209. A notice may be given by the Company to any Member either personally or by sending 

it by post to him to his registered address or ( if he has no registered address in the 

Republic of the Union of Myanmar ) to the address ( if any) within the Republic of the 
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Union of Myanmar , supplied by him to the Company for the giving of notices to him.  

210. Where a notice is set by post, telex Fax or e-mail, service of the notice shall be deemed 

to be effected by property addressing, prepaying and posting a letter containing the 

notice and , unless the contrary is proved, to have been effected at the time at which 

the letter would be delivered in the ordinary course of post.  
 
Delivery of Notice to the Member in Abroad by means of Advertisement  

211. If a member has no registered address in the Republic of the Union of Myanmar, 

and had not supplied to the Company and address within the Republic of the Union 

of Myanmar for giving of notices to him, a notice addressed to him and advertised 

in a newspaper circulating in the neighborhood of the registered office of the 

Company shall be deemed to be duly give to him on the day on which the 

advertisement appears.  

 
 
Notices to joint holders 

 
212. The Company may give a notice to the joint holders of a Share by giving the notice to 

the joint holder whose name appears first in the Register and that notice will be 

deemed to be sufficient notice to all the joint holders. 
 
Delivery of Notice After Death or Insolvency 

213. A notice may be given by the company, to the persons entitled to a share in 

consequence of the death or insolvency of a member by sending it through the post in 

a prepaid letter addressed to them by name, or by the title of representatives of the 

deceased or assignee of the insolvent, or by any like description, at the address (if any) 

in the Republic of the Union of Myanmar supplied for this purpose by the persons 

claiming to be so entitled, or (until such an address has been so supplied) by giving the 

notice in any manner in which the same might have been given if the death or 

insolvency had not occurred. 

 
 
Notice deemed to be given 

 
214. Any notice by advertisement will be deemed to have been given on the day of 

publication of the newspaper containing the advertisement. 
 
215. Any notice sent by post will be deemed to have been given on the day following 

the day on which the notice is posted. 
 
216. Any notice sent by fax or other electronic means will be deemed to have been 

given on the same day that it is sent. 
 
217. Any notice given to a Member personally or left at the Member's address will be 

deemed to have been given when delivered. 

 
 
Notice for General meeting 

218. Notice of every general meeting shall be given in some manner hereinbefore 

authorized  to  

(a) Every member of the Company except those members who (having no 
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registered address within the Republic of the Union of Myanmar) have not 

supplied to the Company and address within the Republic of the Union of 

Myanmar for giving of notice to them , and also to 

(b) Every person entitled to a share in consequence of the death or insolvency of 

member who but for this death or insolvency would be entitled to receive 

notice of the meeting. However, such persons are entitled to receive the notice 

only after the death or insolvency is confirmed. No other persons shall be 

entitled to receive notices of general meetings.  
 
Notices binding on transferees 

 
219. Every person who becomes entitled to any Share by operation of law, transfer or 

otherwise will be bound by every notice in respect of the Share which, before that 

person's name and address is entered on the Register, is duly given to the person 

from whom title to the Share is derived. 
 
Signing notices 

 
220. The signature to any notice to be given by the Company may be written, printed or 

provided by electronic means. 

 

Chapter 27 Indemnity 
 

221. Every Director and every other officer for the time being of the Company shall be 

indemnified out of the funds of the Company against all losses and expenses 

incurred  in the preliminary process of securing project approval or awards by the 

Government or local authorities and in any other normal discharge of his duties 

except such as shall happen through his own willful dishonest act of default ; and 

each one shall be chargeable only for sole much money or property as he shall 

himself actually pay for or in the discharge of the business of the Company only 

for his own acts, neglects or defaults and not for those of any other persons nor 

for the insufficiency of any securities for many invested or of title to any estate or 

property acquired nor for any loss or damage which may happen in the 

discharges of his duties    unless the same shall happen through in own willful 

neglect or default. they are caused by intentionally misconduct and default from 

the company reserve. It can only be reimbursed for cash/ kind that actually used 

by each. Each shall be responsible for intentional misconduct, negligence and 

default. Each shall not be responsible for misconduct, negligence , default , not 

getting enough secure for investment or asset or not enough for ownership of 

asset of other, and lost , damage occur while acting his/her duties unless 

intentionally negligence or default
